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Weeds can grow 
exceptionally fast, such as 
waterhemp, which grows 
over an inch a day and can 
drop hundreds of 
thousands of seeds.

Weeds like Palmer 
amaranth can be extremely 
hard to control with any 
post-emergent herbicide 
after three inches.

Liberty® is a contact 
herbicide, so proper 
coverage is key to ensure 
effective control.

The key to preventing 
resistance is to reduce the 
pressure on single 
herbicides.
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• AþDriverAÿbroadleaf weeds have 
multiple growing points

• Every growing point must be 
covered to kill

• Spray coverage will be the key in 
future weed control
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• Liberty is a contact herbicide which requires good coverage 
with medium-size droplets applied at a minimum of 15 GPA 
water volume. 

• If dense canopy, large weeds or unfavorable growing 
conditions are present, increase water volume to a minimum 
of 20 GPA.
